Robyn’s journey into the sport began at Edinburgh Napier University in 2009 where she originally played running basketball. Subsequently, she made contact with basketball Scotland’s Wheelchair Basketball Development Officer Tina Gordon in November 2013. Since then, not only has Robyn won both the Scottish Cup with Lothian Phoenix and the Scottish Universities Cup with Edinburgh Napier University, but the Loughborough Lightning player also earned an invitation into the GB Women’s Programme within a year of first getting in a chair.

2015 was a phenomenal year for Robyn: in the February she made her international debut for the GB Women, assisting the team to silver at the Osaka Cup in Japan. Then, the following month, the 3.5 player was selected to represent Team West at the UK’s first ever women’s wheelchair basketball All-Star Game in Nottingham.

The summer then saw Robyn make her major debut for the GB Women at the 2015 European Championships, winning bronze and securing the nation a qualification place for the Rio 2016 Paralympic Games, where the women achieved a historic fourth place finish.
Robyn has since gone on to win a second European Bronze medal at the 2017 European Championships, and was a member of the GB Squad who secured a historic silver medal as the 2018 World Championships.

In 2020, Robyn was selected to represent Team GB in the delayed Tokyo Games in what was her second Paralympics. Unfortunately, the team experienced some big losses in the group stages and subsequently suffered defeat in the quarterfinals to China (47-33). The team went on the face Spain in the 7/8th Classification match winning (43-62). 

In 2022, Robyn was part of the history-making Loughborough Lightning squad as they won the first ever BWB Women’s Premier League title.

Robyn made further history at Birmingham 2022 in the first ever appearance of 3x3 wheelchair basketball in a Commonwealth Games, proudly representing Team Scotland (alongside Jude Hamer, Jess Whyte and Lynsey Speirs). The girls narrowly missed out on a podium finish, losing (12-10) to Team England in the bronze medal match. 

Away from the court, she is a proud mother to daughter Alba with partner and teammate Laurie Williams. Away from sport and parenthood, Robyn loves getting stuck into DIY projects around the house which are usually centred around making their living space more accessible.
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
